Protection of Children and Young People

WBS recognises and tries to support children as well as adults in their bereavement.

The training we provide will also help prepare you to begin to work with children and families. Whatever your personal preferences about working with the bereaved, because children and young people are vulnerable members of our society, we will carry out a police check on all applicants who have been accepted for our training course, near the end of the course. 
This will ask for any information about convictions against children and young people under 18 years of age.

In order to help us do this effectively we will complete a Disclosure and Barring check during your training. You will need to be prepared to bring documents along with some form of confirmation of your identity, name, date of birth and address, which could be a combination of passport, birth certificate, driving licence, marriage certificate and utility bill. Please note photocopies will not be acceptable.
If the police check reveals that you do have a conviction against children you will not be able to become a volunteer bereavement counsellor with Woodside Bereavement Service.
